WHEREAS, District's computer consultant, Jeff Millard, 
Integrated Systems Consulting, has reviewed the proposals 
submitted and provided his report and recommendation for 
purchasing said computer equipment (copy of his 
recommendation attached hereto, as Attachment "Btt) 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors 
of the Vandenberg Village Community Services District as 
f 0l.lows : 

1. The proposal from South Coast Phoenix Computers, 
Inc. ! to provide, install and warranty for two years, 
specified computer equipment is hereby accepted and 
approved, in the total amount of $11,949.48, including 
sales tax, per written proposal attached hereto, as 
Attachment "Aw, made a part hereof. The total amount is 
composed of the following amounts: 

(a) One complete set of equipment for 
business computer system per specifications, 
including sales tax

(b) Two additional terminals, at 
$1103.36 each, inlcuding sales tax

RE: Entire' and South Coast Phoenix Bid Comparison 

John, 

As we discussed on the phone today, South Coast Phoenix is the clear winner from a 
service point of view. One might even contend that Entre' does not meet the 
s ecification set forth by the District as their bid did not include onsitc selvicc under & warranty period nor a 48 hour response time. h a  (Pronounced Arenay) at Entre' 
was hesitant about quoting service ro far out of their normal dispatch area. Although 
both companies received good references about product support, technical competence, 
and service, I feel that logistically, South Coast Phoenix would better support the 
District's needs. 

From an equipmcnt\performance point of view, the bids are very similar; They both 
build their r y s t c r s  using third-party motherboards, chassis and power supplies. The 
Terminal Interface boards, as well as the W S E  terminal were also idcntsal in make 
and model. The key overall differences are as follows:

Obviously the Entre' bid is the dear winner from a pricin &nt of view. They offer 
just a bit more roduct for almost $2500 less than South $ast Phoenix. If cqupncnt 
performance an% rice were the sole issues, the District would best award Entre' the 
contract Given &e District's requirement for r stable and well su 

9 rted pla*om howtvep,, I think local se~ceabili is a far more important feature. ether or not ~d 
Phoenix s %year onsite pa* and abor warranly b worth $ Z O O  is difficult to redicr I P am sure, however, that SC Phoenix in addition to havin a local reputation o defend, 
can lo istically provide ihc service h e  District re uires. kntrc (although I didn't corner f them or a proposal) was hesitant to quote any % 'nd of onsite service for the District. 



My recommendation is, therefore, to award the purchase contract to South Coast 
Phoenix.
