RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF VANDENBERG
VILLAGE COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT REQUESTING
OFFICIALS OF SANTA BARBARA COUNTY TO ASSIST THE
DISTRICT WITH A SPECIAL DISTRICT REVENUE BOND
ELECTION TO BE HELD ON APRIL 2, 1985,

Intends to pass a resolution calling a special revenue bond
election (the "election") to be held in the District on
April 2, 1985, at which election the measures hereilnafter set
forth will be submitted to the gqualified voters of the District;
and

WHEREAS, 1t 1s the desire of the Board that officilals
of Santa Barbara County assist the District with the electlion;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of
Directors of Vandenberg Village Community Services District,
as follows:

Section 1. A specilal revenue bond election will be

held in the District on Tuesday, April 2, 1985, at which




election there shall be submitted to the qualifled voters of

( the Distrilict the following measures (the "measures"), to wit:
MEASURE (A): Shall Vandenberg Village
(Water System-- Community Services District
Revenue Bonds) issue revenue bonds 1in the

principal amount of not to

exceed $3,100,000 pursuant
to the Revenue Bond Law of 1941 to provide funds
for the acquisitlion of the existing privately-
owned water system and acquire under eminent
domain or otherwise, the land, property, and rights
of any character whatsoever of the existing
privately-owned water system serving the District
and provide for the construction of improvements
thereto, and other works, properties or structures
necessary or convenlent for the improvement of
the water system of Vandenberg Village Community
Services District?

MEASURE (B): Shall Vandenberg Village
(Sewer System-- Community Services District
Revenue Bonds) 1ssue revenue bonds in the

princlpal amount of not to
exceed $900,000 pursuant
to the Revenue Bond Law of 1941 to provide funds
for the acgulsition of the existing privately-
(_/ owned sewer system and acquire under eminent
domain or otherwlse, the land, property, and rights
of any character whatsoever of the existing
privately-owned sewer system serving the District
and provide for the construction of improvements
thereto, and other works, propertles or structures
necessary or convenlent for the improvement of
the sewer system of Vandenberg Village Community
Services District?

Section 2. The Board of Supervisors of Santa
Barbara County 1s hereby requested to instruct the County
Clerk of Santa Barbara County to proceed with all necessary
actions required to provide all necessary asslstance to the
District for the holding of the election, including the
mailing of sample ballots to qualified voters of the
District, together with printed copies of the arguments and
rebuttal arguments (if any) for and against the measures, and
including the provision of absent voter ballots for the

election for use by the qualified voters of the District who




are entitled thereto in the manner provided by law, and
including assistance for the holding of the election and the
canvass of the returns of the electlion with respect to the
measures.,

Section 3. The Secretary of the Board is hereby
authorized and directed to certify to the due adoption of
this resolutlion and to transmit a copy hereof so certified to
the Board of Supervisors of Santa Barbara County and to file
a copy hereof so certified with the County Clerk of Santa
Barbara County.
